      Cardinal Arinze was born in Nigeria, in 1932. A convert from an African tradi-
tional religion, he was baptized on his ninth birthday.  At age 15, he entered All Hal-
lows Seminary of Nnewi.  In 1958 he was ordained a priest in Rome where he con-
tinued his studies earning masters and doctoral degrees.  Francis Arinze became the 
youngest bishop in the world when he was ordained to the episcopate at the age of 
32.  In 1979, Pope John Paul II appointed him pro-president of the Vatican's Secre-
tariat for Non-Christian Believers, later renamed the Pontifical Council for Inter-
religious Dialogue.  
      Archbishop Arinze continued as the ordinary of his archdiocese, and was the 
unanimous choice of his brother bishops for President of the Nigerian Bishops Con-
ference in 1984. Named Cardinal in 1985 he was appointed as head of the Congrega-
tion for Divine Worship in 2002.  The Cardinal actively catechises via Familyland 
TV and has produced over 1,700 television programs with the Apostolate for Family 
Consecration.
